Accommodation

The Grosvenor has 31 bedrooms, 18 in the main
building plus 13 garden rooms in the annex, one
of which is the superb Hayloft Suite.

All rooms have delightful en-suite bathroom:s -

most with showers, some with baths and some

both. All rooms have king or super king-sized beds,
except the single and 4-poster rooms. Rooms all have
television, hairdryer and Nespresso coffee machine.

PLEASE NOTE: The hotel does not have a lift, but
none of the stairs are particularly steep and there are
handrails. The ground floor garden rooms are accessible
and dog-friendly. There are no steps anywhere on the
ground floor of the hotel with the exception of one
step at the front door where a ramp can be put down.

Walking

sit just behind the High Street and run along
the River Test. An area of outstanding natural
beauty, the Marshes provide wonderfully easy
access to Hampshire’s great outdoors.

Mottisfont Abbey & Gardens (10 min drive)

This National Trust medieval priory with rolling
lawns and famous walled rose garden offers
something for everyone - woodland walks, art
exhibitions, gallery and a shop and plant centre.

Leckford Estate (10 min drive)

The garden and woodland walks are part of the
John Lewis Estate, with the Arboretum, Water
Garden, farm shop, café and nursery.

Winchester/Salisbury (20 min/30 min drive)
Historic cities with wonderful cathedrals.
